Ingredients:  

30 fresh strawberries  

8 ounces white baking choco-

late, chopped  

1 teaspoon shortening  

1/8 teaspoon almond extract  

1/4 cup miniature semisweet chocolate chips  

 

Directions:  Wash strawberries and gently pat with pa-

per towels until completely dry. In a microwave -safe 

bowl, melt white chocolate and shortening at 50% 

power; stir until smooth. Stir in extract.  

Dip each strawberry in chocolate mixture; place on a 

waxed paper -lined baking sheet, allowing excess 

chocolate to form the ghosts' tails. Immediately press 

chocolate chips into coating for eyes. Freeze for 5 

minutes.  

In a microwave -safe bowl, melt remaining chocolate 

chips; stir until smooth. Dip a toothpick into melted 

chocolate and draw a mouth on each face.

In a microwave, melt 4 ounces of white chocolate; stir 

until smooth. Dip vanilla wafers in melted chocolate; 

allow excess to drip off. Place on a waxed paper -

lined baking sheet. Chill until set.  

Melt remaining white chocolate; stir until smooth. Tint 

blue. Spread a small amount onto the center of each 

cookie; place a chocolate chip in the center.  

For bloodshot eyes, use a toothpick dipped in red 

food coloring to draw lines from blue circles to outer 

edges of wafers. Chill until set. Store in an airtight con-

tainer.
